Surin Campus Background

W.A. 2470/1927
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The idea of founding Rajamangala
University of Technology Isan SurinCampus,
was firstly initiated in 1927, following the
policy of Chao Phraya DharmasakMontri,
who had assigned to found the School of
Agriculture. At that period, Chao Phraya
Suriyaraj-Warapai (Siri Wisetkosin), the Surin
Provincial Governor and Khun Pisutdhi
Worawat, the Surin Provincial Education Officer
had established the School of Agriculture
named “Srisurinkasikum School”. The School
was located at the eastern field of the
external City wall called “Tung Yao” (Long
Field). It consisted of 480,000 square meters,
covering the areas of where Surawittayakharn
School, Sirindhorn School, Anubarnsurin
School, Muangsurin School, Surin Vocational
Collage, Surin Technical Collage and Surin
Hospital are established at present. The first
school’s headmaster was Mr.Mun Petsrisom,
he administrated in 1929 and the first
admission opened on July 13, 1930.

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On May 1, 1938, the School was moved
the right river bank of Huay Saneng, at the
west side of Surin-Prasat Road. After that the
school was transferred to be under the
Department of Vocational Education and
renamed as “Surin Agricultural School”. The
first School’s headmaster was Mr.Dhamnoon

Singkaselit.

There was an International dispute
between Thailand, Indochina and France. The
Ministry of Defense wanted to set the soldier
camp within the School’s area. Therefore,
he asked to move the school to the east side
of the road, in the same year, the land of the
Surin Agricultural School was extended for

2.4 million square meters.

The School has completely moved
and started from 4 teachers, 30 students and

2 school workers

The School had an honor to greet His
Majesty King BhumibolAdulyadej. We built a
Thai Pavilion at Kodkong, in the south direction
of school’s area. It was decorated with
beautiful young plants to welcome him and
later this place was called “Koh Saded
